THE BUSINESS SCHOOL OF LONDON RULES

* The following rules form an integral part of THE BSL Code of Conduct. Breach of any of these rules will result in disciplinary action and may lead to expulsion. 

* Overseas student in the UK on a student visa, are required by the UK Border Agency to attend at least 80% of your scheduled classes and this must be part of a full time course of study which involves a minimum of 15 hours of organised daytime study per week.
* Students are expected to arrive on time. If a student arrive more than 30 minutes late for a lesson, then the student does not have any right to join the class on that particular day and  Lecturer can refuse entry into the classroom.
* Students must maintain satisfactory attendance. It is a condition of your enrolment at this college that you attend all classes for which you are time tabled, unless legitimate reasons, such as illness, exist. 


* Medical certificates for illness must be presented to the college within seven days of the student's return after the student's return from the absence to which the certificate refers. Students are expected to attend all classes on time. If you arrive more than 30 minutes late for your lesson, then your teacher can refuse you entry into the classroom. Lateness will adversely affect attendance. Students arriving late may be marked as absent.

* Students are to complete all work requirements including class work, homework and assignments/projects. 
* Students must attend, participate and actively engage in all curricula associated activities - including all class activities and those undertaken as part of an excursion. 

* Students are expected to maintain a reasonable standard of conduct at all times. This includes time spent on campus and time spent off campus on school related activities such as sport or excursions. 
* Students will follow any reasonable request/direction made by any THE BSL staff member. 
* Students are expected to maintain a reasonable standard of conduct at all times. This includes time spent on campus and time spent off campus on school related activities such as sport or excursions. 
* Students will follow any reasonable request/direction made by any THE BSL staff member. Students are expected to dress in a neat and tidy manner. 

* Sports uniform and appropriate footwear is to be worn to sport by all THE BSL students. 

* Mobile phones and electronic games must be turned off during class. Lecturers may confiscate any ringing phone or electronic item being used inappropriately in class. Confiscated items will be returned either at the end of class or at the end of the academic day. 
* Dangerous items such as knives, flammable substances and any other illegal weapons or substances are prohibited on THE BSL premises. 
* Health laws prohibit smoking anywhere in public buildings. Spitting is forbidden on campus. 
* Food and drink are not to be consumed in the computer laboratories, library or classrooms.
* Do not take food or drink in to the toilets. Students may use the student common room for eating. 
* Alcohol and drugs are prohibited on campus. Students found with any quantity of alcohol, drugs or any illegal substances on campus will be expelled.
* Chewing gum is not to be chewed on THE BSL premises.
THE BUSINESS SCHOOL OF LONDON reserves the right to expel any student who in any way breaches THE BSL Code of Conduct or any of the associated THE BSL rules.
